 utographs of our favorite baseball players 
can sometimes be hard to come by unless 
you are in the right place at the right time 
or if you have some money. There’s nothing 

like seeing a player’s signature on something you own, 
and people young and old have been autograph collectors 
for years.

Baseball cards are items that kids want to have signed by 
the players on the cards, but these days, card companies 
are creating actual cards with the real signatures already 
there. These autograph cards can be expensive, but if 
you’re really lucky you might just �nd one.

Card companies like Topps and Upper Deck don’t encourage 
kids to go out and collect these 
autograph cards because of their 
price, but they can’t deny kids being 
interested in what cool and unique 
cards are coming out each year.

Topps comes out with 17 products 
a year, and the cost of these packs 

range from $.99 to $300. You’ll rarely �nd an autograph 
card in a $.99 pack, but you would be guaranteed one in 
a $300 pack. You’d probably have to ask for an allowance 

raise to afford something like that!

Something unique about what Topps does to get these 
autograph cards is they have people go with the cards 
and watch each one being signed. Every autograph has a 
witness, that way they know for sure the card was signed 
by the actual player.

Besides autograph cards, there are also relic cards. These 
cards have pieces of, for example, a bat or jersey used by 
a player built inside the card. They’re even making cards 
with pieces of cleats and even grass and dirt from a �eld. 
Now that’s wild!

Guys like Ryan Howard and 
Albert Pujols are the most 
popular autographs cards 
out there, but they’re also 
two of the hardest to �nd. 
These special cards are 
quite the collectors’ item, 
but who knows, maybe 
you’ll �nd one when you 
least expect it.  

Autograph Assistant 
The Autograph Assistant is a creative invention from JCSS 
Enterprises that makes getting autographs a snap. There 
are two different assistants for baseball fans depending if 
you want to have a ball or trading card signed.

Both of these Autograph Assistants work in the same 
fashion. For the baseball, the ball is contained in a case 
with a baseball-shaped pen sticking out from the top. You 
give the entire case and pen to the player and he signs the 
ball.

With the autograph on the ball, you now have a display 
case for the ball and the pen that was used to sign 
it. Plus, the ball will be protected from smearing. The 
baseball Autograph Assistant comes in many different 
colors to match your favorite team.

The trading card Autograph Assistant works the 
same way. The player signs the card with the pen 

provided, and a plastic protective covering 
�ips over the card. The pen and card can 

then be displayed in your bedroom so you 
can show your friends.

Sign and Sho 
The Sign and Sho autograph board is 
another unique creation designed to 
help young autograph seekers. The 
plastic boards come in numerous 
designs and can even be 
created with your favorite 
team in mind.

A baseball is included inside 
a protective covering on the 
autograph board. Just hand the 
entire board to the player, and he can easily sign the ball. 
The protective lid can then go over the ball, that way it’s 
protected until you get home. 

Once you get home, �t the slides on the back of the Sign 
and Sho to make it into a nice display for your bedroom. 
You can also hang it on the wall with the provided home 
plate frame. Autographs have never looked so good!
